FAIR TAX SYSTEM 

Under this government millions of 

people on low incomes are forced 

to pay hundreds of pounds of 

income tax every year, keeping 

pensioners on the breadline and 

meaning that for many people in 

low paid jobs work simply doesn’t 

pay.
